Topic 1 
Introduction and Heating and Cooling Systems 
An overview of some of the terminology, energy terms and 
energy conversion factors.  The value of the operators and 
the systems they are responsible for is discussed and it is 
made clear that providing safe and comfortable surroundings 
to allow the occupants to do their job is of highest 
importance.  Heating and cooling plants are then studied 
with general operation, maintenance and integrating energy 
efficient practices in the everyday operation of the systems.    

Topic 2—HVAC Systems 
After the heating and cooling plants have generated the 
energy source, it then must be delivered to the customer.  
The various types of air systems are described and the 
different components are studied.  How they all fit and 
operate together to provide comfortable and usable space 
conditions is presented in depth.    Codes and good operating 
practices are reviewed and how to meet them while making 
wise use of the systems and energy.   

Topic 3—Controls 
Whether it is a boiler, fan, pump or air handler, all must 
operate when needed and at the level required to do the job.  
And yet, it should not operate if it is not needed because it 
will wear itself out and waste resources.  The many control 
systems and types of systems are reviewed and operating 
and maintenance practices are taught.   

Topic 4—Lighting 
The entire day is spent on the basics of lighting and the 

various light sources and lighting systems.  Human needs 
and requirements are clarified with the best means of 
meeting them.  IES lighting recommendations are 
reviewed, color rendering, glare, contrast and controls are 
all clarified.

Participants who qualify for certification will receive a 
Building Operators Certificate (BOC), recognition letter to 
their employer, and a listing in IBOA’s Directory of 
Certified Building Operators.  BOC is a regional certification 
recognized by employers in Idaho, Montana, Oregon and 
Washington.   

To receive certification as a Level 1 Building Operator, 
participants must attend five one day classes, complete a 
project, and pass multiple choice tests at the end of each 
class.   

Level I I training is a five day course (2 1/2 days for each 
topic) and is offered in traditional classroom style.  You 
must complet e Level I or arrange t o t ake a 
challenge t est in order to regist er for Level I I .  For 
information on the challenge call 208 345-3072.
